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FURMAN TRAVEL SCHOLARSHIP 
INFORMATION & INSTRUCTIONS
	



OBJECTIVE
The Furman Fund of the Heart Rhythm Foundation has established two travel scholarships to attend Heart Rhythm 2009, May 13-16 in Boston, MA. Dr. Seymour Furman was a pioneer in cardiac pacing and electrophysiology, whose early innovation and subsequent academic endeavors were greatly facilitated by his national and international collaborations. In this spirit, the Furman Fund has inaugurated a series of travel scholarships to inspire young trainees interested in electrophysiology to pursue it as a career. 
This travel scholarship seeks to:

( Introduce trainees, who have expressed an interest in electrophysiology, to the multiple facets of the specialty;
( Promote continued collaborative relationships between these groups, and 
( Provide opportunities for active and interactive mentoring of clinician scientists early in their training.
TARGET AUDIENCE 
Third-year residents and cardiology fellows that are interested in pursuing electrophysiology research, either in academic or private practice.
ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION
Applicants must have an MD, PhD, DO or equivalent degree at time of the 30th Annual Scientific Sessions (May 2009). The applicant must be from an ACGME approved or recognized international training program, studying internal medicine or cardiology.  The travel scholarship is intended only for trainees who are currently pursuing internal medicine residency or general cardiology fellowship.
Sponsor 
Each applicant must identify a qualified sponsor for their application for this travel scholarship.  This sponsor should support the applicant’s interest in electrophysiology and be willing to write a statement on their behalf.
BUDGET 
A travel scholarship stipend will be awarded to attend the 30th Annual Scientific Sessions of the Heart Rhythm Society, with the approval of the Furman Fund Travel Scholarship Committee of the Heart Rhythm Foundation and sponsored by the Furman Fund.
Annual Award 
The benefits of this Travel Scholarship include:

(  $1,500 to cover travel expenses;
(  Complimentary registration to the Heart Rhythm 2009, May 13-16 in Boston, MA.
(  Presentation of Travel Scholarship Award at the Foundation Reception
APPLICATION DUE DATE


Applications must be received by the Heart Rhythm Society no later than Friday, February 13, 2009.  Complete applications should be emailed to fellowship@HRSonline.org.
REVIEW and SELECTION CRITERIA

Applicants will be selected by the committee based on academic credentials, sponsor statement and the potential for the scholarship to increase the likelihood of a career in cardiac pacing and electrophysiology.  In preparing their application, each trainee should describe:
1. 
Why should this travel Scholarship should be awarded to him/her?
2.
Career goals and accomplishments that indicate potential for an investigative career in cardiac pacing and electrophysiology.
REPORTS


Successful awardees will be required to submit a summary report of their experience at the Annual Scientific Sessions, to be submitted by May 31, 2009.

NOTIFICATION
The Furman Fund Travel Scholarship Committee will review all applications and make award recommendations. Notification of approval of the award will be sent out in March 2009.
PAYMENTS


Unless otherwise specified, stipends of the travel scholarship award will be mailed to the awardee once a final report has been submitted and reviewed.
Applications must be received by the Heart Rhythm Society no later than FRIDAY, FEBUARY 13, 2009.
